On December 1, 2008, Duquesne Light Company (Company) filed Supplement No. 16 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 24 to become effective January 1, 2009.  Supplement No. 16 was filed in compliance with the Commission’s Order dated June 22, 2007 at the above-referenced docket.  The Commission’s Order directed that the Company’s compliance filing shall duly reflect the terms and conditions of the stipulations referred to in Paragraph No. 1 of the Order, including the General Stipulation between the Company and numerous parties of the filing.  The General Stipulation states that the market price rate adjustment for Small C&I customers under rate schedules GM and GMH shall be calculated using the methodology described in Statement No. 3 of the Company’s testimony.

Upon review by Commission staff, it has been determined that the tariff supplement is not in compliance with the methodology as described in the stipulations referred to in Paragraph No. 1 of the Commission’s Order dated June 22, 2007.  Therefore, the Commission rejects the Company’s Supplement No. 16 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 24.
