Before the Commission for consideration and disposition is the License Application of Gexa Energy Pennsylvania, LLC (“Gexa”), which seeks to become an electric generation supplier in service territories throughout the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  Gexa is a subsidiary of Florida Power & Light Company and proposes to act as a supplier of electric power to commercial, industrial and governmental customers.
