Application of the Department of Transportation of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania for the approval to rehabilitate the existing bridge where S.R. 0119, Section 12M crosses over four tracks of CSX Transportation, Inc. (DOT 145 419 M) in the City of Connellsville, Fayette County; and the allocation of costs incident thereto.

ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:



Paragraph No. 2 of the Commission Secretary Letter dated October 14, 2004, directed the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (Department) to submit for approval detailed plans for the bridge rehabilitation project involved in this proceeding.


The final right-of-way plans for rehabilitation for the bridge were received November 26, 2008.  The Department is also requesting the Commission appropriate two plots of property that are identifies as “temporary construction easements”.  


Proof of service of a copy of the right-of-way plans served upon each party in interest has been received. None of the parties has advised the Commission that it objects to the issuance of an order that approves the plans and appropriates the property requested by the Department.



The record having been certified to this Commission, we issue this order pursuant to Section 335(a) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §335(a); THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:


1.
That the proposed roadway bridges, above grade, be rehabilitated in accordance with the right-of-way plans submitted by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation on November 26, 2008, and identified as “Drawings Authorizing Acquisition Of Right-Of-Way For State Route 0119, Section 12M R/W In Fayette County,” consisting of nine (9) sheets, which plan is approved and made part hereof.


2.
That in accordance with the provisions of Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §2702, the following described property be and is hereby taken and appropriated for the purpose of the improvements in accordance with the plans approved in Paragraph No. 1 of this order and that Paragraph No. 2 of this order and the plans approved in Paragraph No. 1 shall be recorded by the Recorder of Deeds in Fayette County, and shall be indexed under the name of the record owner of the said property, grantor, and Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, grantee, at the sole cost and expense of Department of Transportation of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, said temporary appropriation shall terminate upon the completion of the improvement and its opening to public use.
