The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (PUC) hereby requests comments on a proposed update to the Energy‑Efficiency and DSM Rules for Pennsylvania’s Alternative Energy Portfolio Standard:  Technical Reference Manual (February, 2009) (TRM).  The proposed TRM is available on the Commission’s web site at http://www.puc.state.pa.us/electric/pdf/AEPS/AEPS-Draft_TRM021709.pdf.  The Commission adopted the current version of the TRM pursuant to the Final Order at Docket No. M‑00051865, entered on October 3, 2005.

The Alternative Energy Portfolio Standards Act (AEPS Act) specifically required the Commission to develop standards for tracking and verifying savings from energy efficiency, load management and demand‑side management measures.  See 73 P.S. § 1648.3(e)(11).  This effort was initially begun on March 3, 2005, and was completed with the entry of the above‑referenced order.  In order to keep the TRM current and relevant, as experience and technology related to energy efficiency increases, the Commission believes it is necessary to update the TRM periodically.  In addition, as energy efficiency, load management and demand‑side management measures become more prevalent and necessary, as evidenced by the recent enactment of Act 129 of 2008, this TRM will need to keep pace to remain relevant and useful.

As such, the Commission is seeking comments on the proposed update to the TRM.  As this TRM will be utilized to determine compliance with both the AEPS Act and the energy efficiency and conservation requirements of Act 129 of 2008, the Commission is seeking comments from participants in both the AEPS Act Docket No. M‑00051865 and the Act 129 Docket No. M‑2008‑2069887.  One specific issue on which we invite comment is whether the "life of measure" assumptions in the TRM sufficiently reflect degradation in the value of a measure over its anticipated life.
An original and fifteen copies of any written comments referencing the docket number M‑00051865 shall be submitted to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, Attn.:  Secretary, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, Pa. 17105.  In addition, we ask that an electronic copy of all comments be sent to the Commission’s Act 129 e-mail account at ra-Act129@state.pa.us.  Such comments shall be filed within 20 days of the date on this Secretarial Letter with reply comments to be filed 15 days thereafter.
