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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:

On January 18, 2008, Pennsylvania-American Water Company (Respondent) filed Supplement No. 16 to Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 4 to become effective March 16, 2008.  This proposed Tariff Supplement adds a flat rate charge of $21.56 per month for unmetered customers in the Lehman Pike service territory.

Respondent currently provides wastewater service to two unmetered residential customers located in the Falling Creek Estates development, who are currently not being charged for service and who were notified by letter of this proposed rate.  Respondent states that another 28 residential customers will be subject to this proposed rate when the development is totally built out.  All of the customers in this development will receive water service from private wells.   

The proposed rate of $21.56 per month was calculated based on the Respondent’s average monthly usage for a residential water customer of 4,500 gallons as filed in its last water rate filing at R-00072229 and the service charge rate of $9.45 and the usage charge rate of $2.69 per 1,000 gallons currently applicable to the metered customers in the Lehman Pike service territory.  The rate is composed of the service charge of $9.45 plus a usage charge of $12.11 (4.5 X $2.69 per 1,000 gallons). 
Analysis of the tariff filing and supporting data indicates that the proposed changes in rates, rules, and regulations does not appear to be unlawful, unjust, unreasonable, and contrary to the public interest; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the proposed changes contained in Supplement No. 16 to Tariff Wastewater-Pa. P.U.C. No. 4 are hereby approved to become effective March 16, 2008.

That the proceeding at Docket No. R-2008-2019354 shall be marked closed by the Secretary of the Commission.
