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STATEMENT OF
COMMISSIONER ROBERT F. POWELSON

Before the Commission for disposition is a Letter of Notification (“LON”) filed by Pennsylvania Electric Company, which was seeking to reconfigure a portion of a transmission line in Cambria County.  Also before us today for disposition is an LON filed by Duquesne Light Company, which is seeking authority to reconfigure a segment of a transmission line in Beaver County.  Both projects are designed to make the Companies’ transmission systems more reliable.

Even during these tough economic times, it is important for companies to invest in infrastructure improvements.  An improved electric transmission and distribution system is necessary not only to ensure the safe and reliable delivery of power to the citizens of Pennsylvania, but also to grow Pennsylvania’s economy through investment in new generation and new industry.  

While it may appear that we approve LONs as a matter of routine course, I assure you that is not the case.  The Commission recognizes the importance of the projects approved today as well as the many other projects undertaken by electric distribution companies (“EDCs”) throughout the Commonwealth, and we encourage all EDCs to continue to improve their critical infrastructure to meet the ever increasing demands placed upon it.  
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
