TO ALL PARTIES:
On May 7, 2009, NRG Energy Center Pittsburgh LLC and NRG Energy Center Harrisburg LLC filed a Petition for Interlocutory Review and Answer to a Material Question pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.302.  The Parties may file briefs supporting or opposing the petition on or before May 18, 2009.  
Commission Regulations, 52 Pa. Code § 5.303(a), require the Commission, within thirty days of receipt of the petition, to: continue, revoke or grant a stay of the proceedings; determine that the petition was improper and return the matter to the presiding officer; decline to answer the question; or answer the question.  Failure of the Commission to act on the petition within thirty days of its receipt is deemed to be a denial of the petition.  
The only public meeting of the Commission that will be held after the filing of briefs, but before the expiration of the thirty-day review period, will be held on May 28, 2009.  Due to matters previously scheduled to be on the agenda that day, it appears unlikely that the Commission will issue a ruling on the Petition at that public meeting.  The passage of thirty days therefore should not be deemed dispositive of the question.
