To All Active Parties:

On May 22, 2009, the Pennsylvania Electric Company (Penelec) filed a Petition for Reconsideration, Rehearing and Stay of the Commission’s Order of May 8, 2009.  At the Commission’s public meeting of May 28, 2009, the Commission took preliminary action to preserve jurisdiction so as to permit further consideration of the Petition on its merits.  The May 28, 2009 Order will be duly served upon the parties of record.

In its Petition, Penelec averred that complying with the requirements of the Commission’s May 8, 2009 Order will result in unnecessary expense and customer confusion if the Commission ultimately amends or reverses its May 8, 2009 Order.  Without reaching the merits of Penelec’s request for a stay, we will grant an extension of time under our procedural rule at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15, which states:

§ 1.15. Extensions of time and continuances.

(a) Extensions of time shall be governed by the following: 

(1) Except as otherwise provided by statute, whenever under this title or by order of the Commission, or notice given thereunder, an act is required or allowed to be done at or within a specified time, the time fixed or the period of time prescribed may, by the Commission, the presiding officer or other authorized person, for good cause be extended upon motion made before expiration of the period originally prescribed or as previously extended. Upon motion made after the expiration of the specified period, the act may be permitted to be done where reasonable grounds are shown for the failure to act.
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In recognition of the merit of granting Penelec an extension of time in which to comply with the requirements of Ordering Paragraph Nos. 5, 6 and 7 of our May 8, 2009 Order, the Commission hereby grants that extension of time until the entry of a Final Order disposing of Penelec’s Petition for Reconsideration.
