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STATEMENT OF VICE CHAIRMAN TYRONE J. CHRISTY


Before us today is consideration of exceptions and replies to the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Wayne L. Weismandel (ALJ) in the above captioned matter.  The ALJ imposed sanctions on Global NAPs, Inc. (Global) commencing on May 29, 2009 and accruing until Global provides documentation to the Commission and to the Palmerton Telephone Company (Palmerton) that Global has obtained a surety bond as ordered by this Commission at its April 16, 2009 Public Meeting.  At the April 16, 2009 Public Meeting, I dissented from the majority’s decision concerning the imposition of a surety bond requirement for Global.  


I am voting with the majority today on the imposition of sanctions on Global because it is clear that Global has violated a previous Commission order.  At the same time, I believe that Palmerton’s Complaint at this docket must be concluded quickly as required by the Commission’s April 2009 Order so that the Commission has a full evidentiary record to address the issues involved in the alleged billing dispute between the two carriers.  
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
