On May 14, 2009, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against William Joseph Diaz, Jr., t/a Ashley’s Stretched Limo Service, respondent, alleging that respondent provided transportation of a different nature than that authorized by this Commission, a violation of 66 Pa. C.S. §1102(a)(1)(i).  


Respondent was duly notified that, if an answer was not filed within twenty (20) days of receipt of the complaint, the penalty would be imposed.

C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.
