Dear Mr. Webster:
At Public Meeting held April 16, 2009, the Commission authorized PECO Energy Company (Company) to file a tariff supplement as set forth as Appendices E and H to the joint petition for settlement to become effective on one day’s notice after entry of the final Commission order.  On July 17, 2009 the Company filed Supplement No. 95 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 to become effective July 18, 2009 and Supplement No. 96 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 to become effective January 1, 2010.  

Commission Staff has reviewed the tariff revisions filed by the Company and found that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code, Supplement No. 95 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 is effective by operation of law according to the effective dates contained on each page of the supplement.  Also, Supplement No. 96 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 will become effective on January 1, 2010.  However, this does not constitute a determination that the revisions are just, lawful and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time, and is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against said tariff revision.
