Application of Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad for approval to suspend the highway grade crossing signal protection where S. R. 3048 (Mansfield Avenue), crosses at grade the tracks of the Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad DOT 508 052 A, in the Borough of Carnegie, Allegheny County, Pennsylvania.
To Whom It May Concern:

This matter is before us upon application filed June 17, 2009 by Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad (POHC) requesting Commission approval to suspend the crossing , at grade, where S. R. 3048 (Mansfield Avenue), crosses one track of the POHC in Carnegie Borough, Allegheny County.

A field investigation and conference, arranged by a Commission staff engineer and held at the site of the crossing, was attended by representatives of PennDOT and POHC.
The crossing consists of a single track with a full depth rubber crossing surface.  Cantilevered automatically operated flashing light signals are located on each approach to the crossing.
POHC states that the rail line has been out of service for several years and a section of rail has been removed between the switch and the crossing.  However, POHC does not want to abandon the line at this time.
POHC proposes to turn and bag the warning lights and install “Tracks out of Service” signs at the crossing.
Upon full consideration of the matters involved and inasmuch as no objections have been filed with the Commission, we find that a Secretarial Letter can be issued approving the application.
The Commission issues this Secretarial Letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and finds that suspension of the crossing is necessary and proper for the service, accommodation, convenience or safety of the public.

The application of the Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad is approved as herein directed:

1.
The crossing where S. R. 3048 crosses, at grade, a track of Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad in the Borough of Carnegie, Allegheny County be suspended as herein directed.
2.
Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all material and perform all work necessary to suspend the crossing by turning and bagging the flashing lights and installing “Tracks out of Service” signs (R8-9) at the crossing.
3.
All work necessary to complete the suspension of the crossing be done in a manner satisfactory to this Commission on or before June 30, 2010, and that on or before said date, Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad shall report to this Commission the date of actual completion of the work. 

4.
Upon completion of the suspension of the crossing Pittsburgh & Ohio Central Railroad, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all material and perform all work necessary to maintain its railroad facilities at the crossing, including the “Tracks out of Service” signs installed in accordance with this Secretarial Letter, and to maintain at all times in a smooth and satisfactory condition the high-type rubber crossing surface at the crossing.
5.
Upon completion of the alteration of the subject crossing Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all material and perform all work necessary thereafter to maintain the highway approaches to the crossing.
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If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.
