On June 21, 2009, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against Linda Pelton, t/a A‑1 Altoona Taxi, respondent, alleging that respondent failed to maintain safe, adequate, efficient and reasonable service and facilities for the proper safety of her patrons and public, a violation of 66 Pa. C.S. §1501.  


Respondent was duly notified that, if an answer was not filed within twenty (20) days of receipt of the complaint, the penalty would be imposed.

C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.
