Dear Mr. Bethea:  



On May 14, 2009, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against Charles Bethea, respondent, alleging:  
“That Respondent, on December 20, 2008, at approximately 8:02 p.m., at the Pittsburgh Greyhound Bus Station, 55 Liberty Avenue, Pittsburgh, Allegheny County, Pennsylvania, permitted a certain 2005 Dodge neon bearing Pennsylvania License No. GCL4166, Vehicle Identification No. 1B3ES56C95D103188, to be operated.  At that time, Charles Bethea did solicit Enforcement Officer James R. Murray to provide transportation for compensation.  The respondent was warned previously to cease and desist from providing transportation, for compensation, between points in the Commonwealth, by former Manager Denise Cohen beginning in July 2002, February 2005, June 17, 2005, and by letter dated July 21, 5006, which was mailed and received by certified mail.”  
Therefore, on the date of the violation alleged in this Complaint, respondent did not hold a Certificate of Public Convenience issued by this Commission.
“That Respondent, in performing the act described in Paragraph 3 of this Complaint, violated the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1101, in that Respondent offered to transport persons for compensation between points in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania while not then holding a Certificate of Public Convenience issued by this Commission.  The penalty is $1,000.00.”  PRIVATE 



Respondent was duly notified that, if an answer was not filed within twenty (20) days of receipt of the complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  



The complaint and notice were sent by certified mail on May 15, 2009 and was returned “Unclaimed” on June 5, 2009.  The complaint and notice were published in the June 20, 2009 edition of the Pennsylvania Bulletin; and, more than thirty (30) days later, no response has been received from respondent.   


Therefore, the allegations in the complaint are admitted and the complaint is sustained.  



Respondent, within twenty (20) days from the date of service of this letter, shall pay a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) by certified check or money order payable to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, at P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105‑3265, as provided in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. §§3301 and 3315, shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.  
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The Pennsylvania Department of Transportation is directed, pursuant to 75 Pa. C.S. §1375(a), to suspend the motor vehicle registration(s) of the vehicle(s) described above.
