	By Order adopted at Public Meeting held July 23, 2009, at the above docket number, the Commission approved the application of Central Telecom Long Distance, Inc. (Company) to operate in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as a reseller of interexchange toll services.  In order to receive a certificate of public convenience to provide this service, the Commission directed the Company to file an initial tariff containing the revisions provided in Appendix A of the Order.  On October 15, 2009, the Company filed Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No. 1 with an effective date of October 17, 2009.  

	This letter is to notify you that Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No. 1 has been permitted to become effective on October 17, 2009.  This permission does not constitute a determination that the tariff is just, lawful or reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.
