Langeloth Townsite Company v. Pennsylvania-American Water Company
TO ALL PARTIES:
On June 30, 2009, Langeloth Townsite Company (Langeloth) filed a Complaint against the Pennsylvania-American Water Company (PAWC).   On July 29, 2009, PAWC filed an Answer, New Matter and Preliminary Objections which sought to dismiss the Complaint.  On October 19, 2009, Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Kandace F. Melillo issued an Initial Decision that granted PAWC’s Preliminary Objections and dismissed the Complaint.  On November 2, 2009, Langeloth filed timely Exceptions to the Initial Decision and PAWC filed Reply Exceptions on November 20, 2009.  

The Exceptions filed by Mr. Barbush for Langeloth, a corporation, do not appear to be filed by legal counsel.  While corporate officers are permitted to file formal complaints on a corporation’s behalf, the Commission’s Regulations at Sections 1.21-1.23 clearly state that corporations must be represented by licensed attorneys in adversarial proceedings.  This proceeding became “adversarial” upon the filing of an Answer by PAWC.  See New Fizon Catering, Inc. v. PECO Energy Company, Docket Nos. C‑2008-2065498 and C‑2008-2079076, (Order entered June 24, 2009.  See also 52 Pa. Code § 1.8.  Therefore, any Exceptions filed for our consideration by a corporation must be made by an attorney.

Because the Exceptions filed by Langeloth appear not to have been filed by an attorney, we are returning the Exceptions so that they may be perfected and re-filed by legal counsel for Langeloth.  The deadline for the filing of the Exceptions is January 5, 2010.  PAWC may file Reply Exceptions to the perfected Exceptions by January 15, 2010.
