On December 18, 2009, West Penn Power Company d/b/a Allegheny Power (Company) filed the above-captioned document (Petition), seeking to reopen the record to permit the Parties to introduce additional evidence pertaining to specified topics.  The Company noted that granting this request would require a modification of the Commission’s Order in Smart Meter Procurement and Installation, Docket No.
