Dear Mr. Brady: 

We are in receipt of your revised application dated January 13, 2010 and received by the Commission on January 19, 2010.  As discussed previously with staff and as instructed within our Application form at Item #5, you must attach proof of compliance with the Department of State filing requirements.   In order to continue processing your application, we must receive this documentation no later than March 25, 2010.

During the review of your application to provide CLEC authority in Pennsylvania, staff discovered “ComTech21, LLC” is not registered with the Pennsylvania Department of State to do business in Pennsylvania.  Instead, staff’s review of Department of State records reveals the company’s name to be “21 C-Tech, LLC.”  The January 13, 2010, revised application again attempts to list the company name as “ComTech21, LLC,” however now with an addition of “d/b/a 21 C-Tech, LLC.” Your office failed to provide proof of compliance with the Department of State filing requirements, and staff could not locate any paperwork on file with the Department of State indicating the company is authorized to operate under “ComTech21, LLC” as a fictitious name.  
We were not aware of this situation in 2004 when ComTech21, LLC applied for both CLEC and Interexchange Carrier (IXC) authority in Pennsylvania.  As discussed below, the company will be required to address this discrepancy with regard to its existing IXC authority.  
Since 21 C-Tech, LLC is registered with the Department of State, you are welcome to amend the Application and the Application will be processed under that name.  In the alternative, if the company provides documentation indicating the ComTech21, LLC name is now approved by the Department of State either as the actual or fictitious company name, we can continue to process the pending CLEC Application under that name by using either the November 20, 2009 or January 13, 2010 filings as may be appropriate.  In either circumstance, it appears you will also be required to file a letter noting the name correction for your IXC.  
In addition, we note a certificate of service did not accompany your January 13th amended application.  Please ensure that one is included with your future filings in this case.
