On October 7, 2008, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against you alleging that you abandoned or discontinued service without having submitted an application to this Commission requesting abandonment or discontinuance of service, a violation of the Pennsylvania Code at 52 Pa. Code §3.381(a)(1)(v).

	On October 22, 2008, you filed an Answer to the Complaint and the Bureau of Transportation and Safety referred the case to the Law Bureau. On January 12, 2010, the case was returned to the Bureau of Transportation and Safety. 

Due to the amount of time that has passed since the institution of the Complaint, and pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §5.94(a), the Bureau of Transportation and Safety is petitioning the Commission for leave to withdraw the Bureau Complaint.  Objections may be filed within 20 days of service.  After considering the Petition, any objection thereto, and the public interest, the Commission will determine whether the withdrawal will be permitted.
