O R D E R
BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed February 4, 2010.  The application was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of March 13, 2010 with protests due by March 29, 2010.  No protests were filed.  The record consists of the application, the applicant’s verified statements, and five statements of support from parties requiring service within Montgomery County.  The unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS



Barry Mills Moving and Hauling, LLC, (applicant) operates from 155 Simpson Rd., Ardmore, Montgomery County, and was incorporated June 26, 2008 for the purpose of providing moving services.  



Applicant’s office is equipped with a computer, a fax machine, a telephone line, standard office furniture, and a file cabinet for record retention and organization.  Business records will be stored both electronically on the office computers and archived in the filing cabinet.  Communications with customers, staff, and requests for service will be facilitated by telephone, fax, and cell phone.  A voicemail system will be in place to accept requests for service outside normal 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday, business hours.


In addition to Mr. Barry Mills, Chief Executive Officer and sole member of Barry Mills Moving and Hauling, LLC, applicant intends to hire one administrative person and one driver.  The administrative person will operate primarily from a satellite administrative office operated from their home, which will also serve as a backup location for business records.  Applicant believes that the distribution of administrative work between Mr. Mills and the satellite administrative office will be adequate to process the anticipated 40-50 calls per week for service.
The physical process of making moves will be conducted by either Mr. Mills or his driver, or if required, the combination of both employees.  Hiring standards for employees will include proper customer service skills, a high school diploma or equivalent, the passing of background and alcohol/drug screenings, and drivers must also have a valid license.  The applicant also has a policy established for completing ongoing annual driver license checks and periodic background checks.  The applicant will enforce a strict zero tolerance policy in regard to alcohol/drug use.
The applicant will utilize one vehicle to provide its services, which will be stored at the applicant’s Simpson Rd. location.  Applicant presently has insurance in place through Progressive and foresees no issues with maintaining said coverage to meet the requirements of this Commission.  Vehicle maintenance and inspection will be scheduled annually as required by State law.  Additionally, the applicant will inspect its vehicle for normal wear and tear and will schedule additional services as needed.  All maintenance and inspections will be performed by a local fully certified facility.
Applicant’s most recent balance sheet, dated December 1, 2009, shows current cash assets of $32,000, total assets of $61,000, zero liabilities, retained earnings of $150,000, and a shareholder’s equity of $211,000.  Applicant projects a first year income of $38,800 after revenues of $100,000 and expenses of $61,200.
Applicant has submitted five acceptable statements supporting the application.  The support is from individuals and companies needing service within the applicant’s proposed operating area.  Several of the statements of support are filed by companies who will have high volume and frequency of need for the applicant’s services and represent a substantial pool of business for the applicant.


A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service.



We advise the applicant to become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.  Failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of authority.  Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code may be accessed at www.pacode.com.
After complete review of the record, we find:  

1. Applicant seeks the initial right to provide household goods in use service.

2. The application was unopposed.

3. The application is supported by five parties.

4. Applicant has the ability, equipment, and fitness necessary to render the service.

5. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish a necessity for the service.

6. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public. THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be approved and that a certificate be issued granting the following right:  

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, from points in Montgomery County, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:   That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a certificate of public convenience from the Commission.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:   That a certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:

1. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.
2. Form H, as evidence of cargo liability insurance.
3. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That applicant must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review.  Applicant will be contacted by the Commission’s Bureau of Transportation and Safety, which will schedule a review to be completed within 180 days of the date your certificate is issued.  Failure to submit to a Safety Fitness Review or to attain a satisfactory evaluation will result in cancellation of the certificate.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements above set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above-determined.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.  
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
