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O R D E R
BY THE COMMISSION:



On March 23, 2010, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against Gival Cab Co., respondent, alleging that respondent failed to maintain logs for at least two (2) years, a violation of 52 Pa. Code §29.313(c).  During that time, respondent had an insurance lapse of 43 days.  The Bureau of Transportation and Safety Motor Carrier Services and Enforcement’s Prosecutory staff’s proposed civil penalty was fifty dollars ($50.00) per violation for a total penalty of two thousand, one hundred, fifty dollars ($2,150.00).  



Respondent was duly notified that, if an answer was not filed within twenty (20) days from the date on which the complaint was served, then the Bureau of Transportation and Safety would request the Commission to enter an Order imposing a penalty.  The complaint and notice were sent by certified mail on March 23, 2010, and served on April 1, 2010.  To date, no response has been received from respondent.  Therefore, the allegations in the complaint are admitted and the complaint is sustained.



THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:


1.
That the allegations are deemed admitted.



2.
That the complaint is sustained.



3.
That the respondent be ordered to pay a penalty of two thousand, one hundred fifty dollars ($2,150.00).

That respondent cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.1, et seq.
