TO ALL PARTIES:
By Opinion and Order entered June 7, 2010 (June 2010 Order), the Commission ordered Pennsylvania Electric Company (Penelec), within forty-five days, to remove and replace a maple tree on Mr. McCall’s property at the sole cost and expense of Penelec.  On June 22, 2010, Penelec filed a Petition for Reconsideration, asking that the June 2010 Order be modified to give the Parties the option of leaving the maple tree in place and allowing Penelec to plant another tree on Mr. McCall’s property at a mutually agreeable location.
The deadline for complying with the June 2010 Order is July 22, 2010.  The Commission has not yet issued an Order disposing of the Petition for Reconsideration, and will not do so before July 22, 2010.
In order to preserve the status quo until the Commission can consider the Petition for Reconsideration at a future Public Meeting, the deadline for complying with the June 2010 Order is hereby extended until August 31, 2010,
