The Commission, at its Public Meeting of August 18, 2010, adopted the Bureau of Audits recommendation to approve Duquesne Light Company’s proposed Supplement No. 34 to Tariff Electric Pa. P.U.C. No. 24 reflecting Energy Efficiency and Conservation and Demand Response (EECDR) Surcharge rates, inclusive of Gross Receipts Tax (GRT), of $0.0011 per KWH for the Residential Rate Class; $0.0005 per KWH for the Small and Medium Commercial Rate Class; $0.0039 per KWH for the Small and Medium Industrial Rate Class; $108.00 per month fixed charge and $0.45 per KW (applicable to customer’s peak load contribution) for the Large Commercial Rate Class;  $458.00 per month fixed charge and $0.09 per KW (applicable to customer’s peak load contribution) for the Large Industrial Rate Class.  All are to become effective September 1, 2010.

The approved Residential Rate Class EECDR Surcharge rate represents a decrease of $0.0012 per KWH when compared to the rate of $0.0023 per KWH, inclusive of GRT, that became effective April 1, 2010.  The impact of the rate decrease on a typical residential customer using 1,000 KWH of electricity each month will be a decrease of $1.20.

The EECDR Surcharge is subject to continuous Commission review and audit as well as reconciliation reports and hearings in accordance with Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1307(e).
