On October 8, 2010, your company, US LEC of Pennsylvania, Inc., d/b/ PAETEC Business Services (PAETEC), submitted a Pennsylvania Safety Valve Numbering Resource Request form pursuant to our order entered at M-2008-2032767.[footnoteRef:1]  PAETEC is requesting expedited review of a denial by the Pooling Administrator of its request for additional numbering resources in the 412 and 724 Number Plan Areas (NPAs) for use by a large business customer.  PAETEC requests 1,500 telephone numbers each be assigned to the Pittsburgh Zone 15 rate center and Aliquippa rate center.  PAETEC’s request comes before the Commission since the Company’s current inventory of numbers will not meet the demand of its customer. [1:  Additional Numbering Resources to Local Exchange Carriers:  Safety Valve Process, Docket No. M-2008-2032767 (Order entered November 6, 2008).  In this proceeding, the Commission streamlined its safety valve request process for telecommunications carriers.] 


	The FCC granted state commissions the authority to provide relief to telecommunications carriers for additional numbering resources in a given rate center if the carrier cannot meet the demand for resources through its current inventory.  In accordance with the Third Report and Order[footnoteRef:2], carriers may demonstrate such a need by providing documentation of customer requests and current proof of utilization in the rate center.[footnoteRef:3] The FCC also directed that any numbering resources granted for this reason may be initially activated only to serve the requesting customer for whom the application was made.  If the customer request is withdrawn or declined, the requesting carrier must return the numbers to the Pooling Administrator, Neustar, Inc. (Neustar)[footnoteRef:4] and may not retain the numbers to serve other customers without first meeting the FCC’s growth numbering resource requirements.[footnoteRef:5] [2:  In the Matter of Numbering Resource Optimization.  Third Report and Order and Second Order on Reconsideration, CC Docket No. 99-200 (Order adopted December 12, 2001).  The order addresses the issue of national thousand-block pooling, including pooling for non-LNP capable and wireless carriers as well as a federal cost recovery mechanism for thousand-block pooling. 		Mandatory 1K pooling was implemented in the 412 and 724 NPAs in accordance with the FCC’s national rollout schedule for pooling.[footnoteRef:6]  Accordingly, as a pooling carrier, PAETEC must comply with the FCC’s thousand-block pooling regulations.[footnoteRef:7]  However, PAETEC’s current inventory of telephone numbers cannot accommodate the specific customer’s request.  Consequently, PAETEC, as a pooling carrier, is required to obtain its numbering resources from Neustar.   [6:  In the Matter of Numbering Resource Optimization, CC Docket No. 99-200, ¶¶1-10 (Order adopted April 24, 2002).  ]  [7:  The FCC directs that all service providers required to participate in thousands-block number pooling shall donate thousand blocks with less than ten percent contamination to the thousands-block number pool for the rate center within which the numbering resources are assigned.  52 C.F.R. § 52.20(c)(1).] 


		In this case, the Neustar Pooling Administrator rejected PAETEC’s requests for a total of 3,000 telephone numbers since the carrier could not meet the required months-to-exhaust in the specific rate centers.[footnoteRef:8]  Therefore, in accordance with the FCC’s Third Report and Order, PAETEC has petitioned the Commission to obtain additional numbering resources to accommodate a specific customer request in the 412 and 724 NPAs.  [8:  In the Matter of Numbering Resources, Third Report and Order, CC Docket No. 99-200 (Order adopted December 12, 2001) at ¶61.] 


		In reviewing PAETEC’s request, we note that it has provided supporting documentation that verifies that a specific customer has requested 3,000 telephone numbers in the 412 and 724 NPAs.  The customer request is to have the 1,500 numbers assigned to the Pittsburgh Zone 15 rate center and 1,500 telephone number assigned to the Aliquippa rate center for the customer’s exclusive use.  The customer is in need of blocks in which the NXX code does not contain a third number which begins with 0,1,7,8 or 9 because of its existing configuration and internal dial plan. 

PAETEC indicates that its current inventory and utilization of numbers in the either the Pittsburgh Zone 15 rate center or the Aliquippa rate center will not permit the company to reach the FCC's required six-months-to-exhaust criteria for rate centers.  Thus, Neustar, in accordance with the FCC’s Third Report and Order,[footnoteRef:9] rejected PAETEC’s specific numbering request. [9:  In the Matter of Numbering Resources, Third Report and Order, CC Docket No. 99-200 (Order adopted December 12, 2001) at ¶64. ] 


 	Receiving a total of 3,000 telephone numbers is in the public interest in that it provides PAETEC with the necessary numbering resources in each rate center to respond to this specific customer request in a timely manner.  Accordingly, based upon the information submitted by PAETEC, the Commission hereby approves the Company’s request to obtain 1,500 telephone numbers for the Pittsburgh Zone 15 rate center from Neustar’s Pooling Administrator.  Additionally, the Commission also approves the Company’s request for an additional 1,500 telephone numbers in the Aliquippa rate center from Neustar’s Pooling Administrator.

		In accordance with the FCC's delegation of authority to this Commission, we direct Neustar’s Pooling Administrator to assign two (2) 1K blocks for each rate center to PAETEC within three business days after receipt of its request and documentation pursuant to this order, so that PAETEC has the necessary numbers to provide telecommunications service to its customer in a timely manner.  We also direct the Pooling Administrators to attempt to accommodate PAETEC’s request to receive blocks in which the NXX code does not begin with 0,1,7,8 or 9 because of the customer’s existing configuration and internal dial plan. 
	
PAETEC is permitted to activate the additional numbers to accommodate the specific telecommunications needs of this particular customer only.  If the customer’s request is withdrawn or declined, as prescribed by the FCC, PAETEC must return the numbering resources to Neustar and may not retain the numbering resources to serve any other customers without first meeting the FCC's growth numbering resource requirements.  Additionally, in accordance with the FCC's rules concerning donation of blocks to the pool,[footnoteRef:10] PAETEC is directed to return to the Pooling Administrator any or all numbers not needed so that they can be used by other carriers in the 412 and 724 NPAs pool in accordance with the already established pooling guidelines.  Lastly, the Commission will mark this matter closed. [10:  See Note 2, infra. ]
