ORDER DISMISSING MOTION TO COMPEL AS MOOT


On September 14, 2010, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) filed a Motion to Compel Answers to Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents (Motion to Compel) in the above-captioned matter due to Complainant’s alleged failure to respond to discovery in a timely manner.  However, by letter dated September 14, 2010 and received by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) on September 15, 2010, Complainant withdrew his Complaint.  


Commission regulations at 52 Pa. Code §5.94(a) provide twenty (20) days for parties to object to a petition for withdrawal; therefore, I issued an Order on September 16, 2010 which indicated that PPL’s Motion to Compel would be held in abeyance for twenty (20) days to ascertain whether this case would be closed.  If the matter is closed, the Motion to Compel would be moot. 


The time for objecting to Complainant’s withdrawal of the Complaint has now passed and there is no indication in Commission records that any objection to the withdrawal was filed.  Accordingly, it is my understanding that this matter will be closed.



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

That the Motion to Compel filed in this matter by PPL Electric Utilities Corporation on September 14, 2010 at Docket No. C-2010-2181518 is dismissed as moot due to the withdrawal of the Complaint.
