Application of the Township of Shaler Township for approval of the alteration of the crossing (DOT 145 710 P) where East Pennview Street crosses at grade the tracks of Allegheny Valley Railroad Company, (lessee) CSX Transportation, Inc., (owner) in the Township of Shaler, Allegheny County; and the allocation of costs thereto.

To Whom It May Concern:



This matter is before us upon petition filed September 14, 2010 by Shaler Township seeking modification of the Order entered August 3, 2010, in this proceeding which directed Shaler Township to alter the crossing where East Pennview Street crosses, at grade, a track of Allegheny Valley Railroad Company (AVRR) in Shaler Township, Allegheny County.


In its petition, Shaler Township states that the Commission’s August 3, 2010 order directed the Township to construct and bear the costs of the project.  The Township states that although Shaler Township filed the application, the construction project will be performed and paid for by Allegheny County.  The Township requests that various ordering paragraphs of the order be modified to replace Shaler Township with Allegheny County as the party responsible for constructing the project and the associated costs and expenses.  The petition states that numbered paragraph 21 should be modified.  However, East Pennview Street is a Shaler Township street and the Township will continue to maintain it.


The petition has been served on all parties.
The Commission issues this Secretarial Letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and finds that the order entered August 3, 2010 in this proceeding be modified.  The petition filed September 14, 2010, by Shaler Township be granted to the extent hereafter directed:
1.
The reference to Shaler Township in Paragraph numbers 3, 4, 8, 9, 10, 11, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 of our order entered August 3, 2010 in this proceeding be deleted and Allegheny County be substituted in its place.


2.
Paragraph No. 21 on Page 11 of our order entered August 3, 2010 in this proceeding, which reads as follows, to wit:
“21.
That upon completion of the alteration of the crossing, Shaler Township, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all material and do all work necessary thereafter to maintain the highway approaches to the subject crossing up to the concrete crossing surface and, in addition, maintain the railroad advance warning signs, stop bars and pavement markings on the approaches thereto.”

be and is hereby modified to read as follows:
21.
That upon completion of the alteration of the crossing, Shaler Township, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all material and do all work necessary thereafter to maintain the highway approaches to the subject crossing up to the concrete crossing surface, exclusive of the bridge carrying East Pennview Street over Pine Creek and, in addition, maintain the railroad advance warning signs, stop bars and pavement markings on the approaches thereto.

In all respects not inconsistent with this Letter, our order entered August 3, 2010 in this proceeding remain in full force and effect.

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §5.44, file a petition with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.
