ORDER GRANTING ADMISSION PRO HAC VICE OF 

CHRISTOPHER VAN DE VERG, ESQUIRE
On October 27, 2010, Deanne M. O’Dell, Esquire, a member of the Bar of the Supreme Court of Pennsylvania (Attorney ID No. 81064), filed a Motion For Admission Pro Hac Vice, requesting that Christopher Van de Verg, Esquire, Core Communications, Inc., 209 West Street, Suite 302, Annapolis, Maryland, 21401, be permitted to appear on behalf of Core Communications (Core) in the above-captioned case, pursuant to 52 Pa.
