BY THE COMMISSION:  

That respondent, by Commission Secretarial letter dated December 17, 2009, was informed to submit a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state, within 180 days, or complete a safety fitness review by a Commission enforcement officer.  On April 20, 2010, an initial review was completed and deficiencies were noted.  On June 2, 2010, a certified letter was sent to the carrier reminding it of its responsibility to submit a plan of corrective action for the deficiencies noted in the initial review within 15 days of said initial review.  No such corrective action plan was ever submitted.


On September 21, 2010, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against respondent alleging a violation of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §501(c) by failing to achieve a satisfactory safety fitness rating, and a violation of 66 Pa. C.S. §1501 by failing to maintain adequate, efficient, and safe service and facilities.  Respondent was duly notified that, if no answer was filed within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the complaint, that either admitted or failed to deny the allegations of the complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  The complaint and notice were delivered via certified mail on September 24, 2010.  To date, more than twenty (20) days later, no response has been received from the respondent. 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:  

1.
That the allegations in the complaint are admitted.  

2. That the complaint is sustained.  

3. That the respondent’s certificate of public convenience at A-8911534 is hereby revoked. 
4.
That Respondent is hereby notified to cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq. and the regulations of the Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.  In view of the cancellation of Respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience, it is specifically prohibited from rendering service as a common carrier by motor vehicle in intrastate commerce in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  

5.
 That should Respondent wish to again begin transportation operations in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Respondent must file a new application for authority in order to obtain a Certificate of Public Convenience.  The Respondent must pay all outstanding assessments and fines before this Commission will act on an application for authority.  Payment must be made by certified check or money order payable to the Pa. Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265.
