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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


On November 10, 2010, Washington Gas Energy Services, Inc. (WGES) filed a request to amend its electric generation supplier license to add the service territory of Pennsylvania Power Company within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  WGES proposes to offer, render, furnish or supply electricity or electric generation services as a supplier of retail electric power to residential, commercial, industrial and governmental customers.

WGES was initially granted an EGS license to provide electrical service to residential, commercial, industrial and governmental customers in the service territories of PECO Energy Company and PPL Electric Utilities, Inc., at Docket No. A-110158, Order entered January 15, 2003.  On April 27, 2010, WGES filed a modification to its license to offer, render, furnish or supply electricity or electric generation services as a supplier of retail electric power to residential, commercial, industrial and governmental customers in the services territories of Allegheny Power, Duquesne Light Company, Metropolitan Edison Company, Pennsylvania Electric Company, and UGI Utilities, Inc. – Electric Division within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  WGES’s Order in this proceeding was approved by the Commission and an Order at Docket No. A-110158 was entered on July 16, 2010.  

The modification at the instant proceeding was filed pursuant to the Commission’s regulations in accordance with requirements  of Section 2809 of the Public Utility Code , 66 Pa. C.S. §2809.

WGES published notice of its license application in the Pennsylvania newspapers as required by the Commission.

WGES has previously supplied proof that it is in compliance with the Commission’s decision in Docket No. M-2010-2157431, Motion adopted at the February 11, 2010, Public Meeting, regarding EGS membership in the PJM Interconnection (PJM) as a Load Serving Entity (LSE) or proof of a contractual arrangement with an existing PJM LSE that facilitates the applicant’s retail operations.  WGES is a party to the PJM Reliability Assurance Agreement.  Since WGES is taking title to electricity it is required to comply with this requirement.


WGES has provided evidence of a continued $250,000 surety bond as required by the license application.  


Upon full consideration of all matters of record, we find that approval of this request is necessary and proper for the service, accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That the Request of Washington Gas Energy Services, Inc. is hereby approved, consistent with this Order.

2.
That the license be modified authorizing Washington Gas Energy Services, Inc. to begin to offer, render, furnish or supply electricity services to or electric generation services as a supplier of retail electric power to residential, commercial, industrial and governmental customers in the service territory of Pennsylvania Power Company within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

That this proceeding at Docket No. A-110158 be marked closed.
