ORDER CONTINUING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On December 3, 2010, Norfolk Southern Railway Company (Norfolk) notified me that the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) had on December 2, 2010 docketed a Secretarial Letter in this proceeding stating that it would publish notice of the September 1, 2010 filing of an amended petition by Norfolk in this proceeding in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.  The Secretarial Letter states that comments to Norfolk’s amended petition may be filed within twenty days of the date of publication.  As of the date of this order, the notice has not been published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin.  The Commission has scheduled this matter for a prehearing conference on December 10, 2010.  In my order dated July 22, 2010, I directed the parties to file and serve prehearing memoranda on or before December 8, 2010.  Norfolk points out that interested parties will not have twenty days to comment on its amended petition prior to the date that prehearing memoranda are due or prior to the date of the prehearing conference.  Norfolk and the Pennsylvania State Legislative Board of the United Transportation Union (Union) have agreed that it is necessary to postpone the prehearing conference and the date for filing prehearing memoranda to allow for the publication of the notice.  Norfolk and the Union agree that February 3, 2011 would be a mutually convenient date for the prehearing conference.
 Norfolk’s allegations constitute good cause for granting its motion pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §1.15.  In addition, the Union does not oppose the request.  I will grant the motion for continuance.
ORDER

THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That Norfolk Southern Railway Company’s request to continue the prehearing conference and extend the due date for filing and serving prehearing memoranda is granted.  

2.
That the initial prehearing conference scheduled for 10:00 a.m. on Friday, December 10, 2010 in the Commonwealth Keystone Building, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania is cancelled.
3.
That an initial prehearing conference shall be held at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, February 3, 2011 in the Commonwealth Keystone Building, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.

4.
That the parties shall file and serve prehearing conference memoranda on or before Tuesday, February 1, 2011.

5.
That except as modified, the May 20, 2010 prehearing conference order remains in full force and effect.
