ORDER GRANTING A CONTINUANCE


An Initial Telephonic Hearing in this case commenced on Monday, December 13, 2010, at 1:00 p.m.  The parties initially discussed settlement but were unable to resolve their differences at that time.  Complainant presented his case, but indicated he was hampered in his advocacy due to confinement to a nursing home on December 8, 2010.  His temporary new address at the home was reported as c/o Adrienne Reyes, 184 Colonial Court, Galloway, N.J. 08205.  Complainant indicated he intended to resume residing at his 2244 S. 9th Street, Phila., PA address (the service address at issue) after surgery on January 10, 2011 and rehabilitation. 


After questioning by Respondent’s counsel, and further questioning by the presiding officer, it became clear that the parties should be given additional time to see if they can resolve this matter amicably.  It appears that Complainant’s provision of a letter to Respondent‘s counsel regarding Complainant’s Customer Responsibility Program (CRP) eligibility could assist greatly in settling this matter.



In view of Complainant’s medical circumstances and the importance of provision of the letter, I determined, and the parties agreed, that a continuance should be granted in the proceeding until Friday, January 7, 2011.  By that date, Complainant should have had sufficient opportunity to first class mail, fax or e-mail the letter to Respondent counsel’s attention, and Respondent should have had sufficient time to file a certificate of satisfaction with the Commission, with a copy provided to me and to the Complainant.  


THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That a continuance of the proceedings in this matter is granted is granted until January 7, 2011.



2.
That a further Telephonic Hearing will be scheduled after January 7, 2011, if a certificate of satisfaction is not filed and provided to me on or before that date.



3.
That if the matter is rescheduled for a hearing, all parties will be provided notice of the new day, date, and time of the hearing.
