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STATEMENT OF CHAIRMAN CAWLEY
We have before us the revised electric generation supplier (EGS) coordination tariff of PECO Energy Company (PECO) filed on October 15, 2010.  Supplier coordination tariffs establish the electric distribution company’s (EDC’s) rules, requirements, and charges to EGSs so that the latter may provide competitive electric supply services to customers.  
It appears that the EGSs licensed to serve in PECO’s service territory were not served a copy or given formal notice of this filing.  The supplier coordination agreements between EDCs and EGSs establish clear contact information for EGSs, so it is reasonable to expect EDCs to provide notice of these tariff filings to affected EGSs.  While it may be costly to serve paper copies of all filings, it is by no means unreasonable to serve specific notice of tariff filings with information on where to access the filing electronically for further EGS review.  
I suggest that EGSs and EDCs work together to create an efficient and fair process for appropriate notification of tariff filings, especially filings that affect EDC supplier coordination tariffs, or EDC filings related to transmission and default service supply services and charges.
