The Commission, at its Public Meeting of December 16, 2010, adopted the Bureau of Audits recommendations regarding PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s Universal Service Rider (USR) filing and the proposed USR rate to become effective January 1, 2011.  After considering this filing, the Commission took the following action:
1. Accepted PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s projected Universal Service Rider costs of $56,331,060 for the twelve-month period beginning January 1, 2011.

2. Accepted PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s reported USR under collection of $10.31 million for the period ended December 31, 2010, subject to the update of November 2010 estimated data to actual.
3. Directed PPL Electric Utilities Corporation to replace its November 2010 estimated USR activity with actual data and to file, by December 17, 2010, a revised USR rate reflecting the Company’s projected USR costs and the revised under collections as of December 31, 2010.
4. Directed PPL to submit, within ten days of today’s date, the appropriate tariff supplement to become effective January 1, 2011, reflecting a revised USR rate calculated to incorporate the projected USR costs and USR under collected position at December 31, 2010, referenced above, calculated consistent with the Commission’s Order on PPL’s rate case at Docket No. R-2010-2161694 and the approved rates, rules and regulations contained therein. 
5. Directed PPL Electric Utilities Corporation to properly inform its customers of the USR rate change for the year 2011.

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The USR is subject to continuous Commission review and annual audit as well as reconciliation reports and hearings in accordance with Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. § 1307(e).
