MOTION OF
COMMISSIONER ROBERT F. POWELSON
Before the Commission today for disposition is the Application of Hudson Energy Services LLC (“Hudson”) seeking to become a licensed electric generation supplier (“EGS”) throughout Pennsylvania.  Hudson is an affiliate of Just Energy Pennsylvania Corp. (“Just Energy” or “Company”), which was granted an EGS license by Order entered December 23, 2009 at Docket No. A-2009-2097544.  As a condition of becoming licensed and with the agreement of the Company, the Commission imposed a number of consumer protection measures on Just Energy above and beyond those generally imposed on all EGSs as a class. 
Because Hudson is an affiliate of Just Energy, I believe it is appropriate that Hudson be required to abide by the same consumer protection measures that were imposed on Just Energy at Docket No. A-2009-2097544.
  
The conditions imposed on Just Energy are “applicable for door-to-door marketing/sales to residential and small business customers.”
  I believe, however, that these conditions should be modified slightly for Hudson.  Situations will likely arise where Hudson will make offers to residential customers in conjunction with commercial or industrial offers.  I do not believe that the extra consumer protections need to apply in such circumstances.  Therefore, Hudson does not need to abide by the extra consumer protection measures when marketing to, or contracting with, residential or small commercial and industrial customers associated with commercial or industrial accounts.  To do otherwise would create an anticompetitive burden where no justification exists.  
Further, as was the case with Just Energy, I believe the consumer protection measures being imposed on Hudson today should be in place for 18 months following the initiation of marketing activities in Pennsylvania, and that Hudson should file a compliance report with the Commission 60 days prior to the expiration of the conditions.  Following the filing of the compliance report, the Commission shall make a determination on whether the conditions should remain in place for an additional amount of time.    
THEREFORE, I move that:

1. 
The Application of Hudson Energy Services for an electric generation supplier license in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania be approved consistent with this Motion; and
2.
The Office of Special Assistants prepare an appropriate Opinion and Order.
