O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:



This matter comes before the Commission on an application filed April 13, 2010. Notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of June 5, 2010, with protests due by June 21, 2010.  On June 16, 2010, a joint protest was filed by Hoy Transfer, Inc., Stark Van Lines, Inc., and Lytle’s Transfer and Storage, Inc.  This protest was followed on June 21, 2010, by an additional protest from South Hills Movers, Inc.  The application was referred to the Office of Administrative Law Judge on July 12, 2010 for protest resolution.  On July 22, 2010, a restrictive amendment and withdrawal stipulation was agreed upon by all parties.  On September 16, 2010, the application was then reassigned to the Bureau of Transportation and Safety for review under modified procedure.  The now unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.  The record consists of the application, the applicant’s verified statements, and four acceptable statements of support from parties representing numerous potential clients.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS


Roan’s Transfer and Storage, Inc., (Roan’s or applicant) seeks the amended right to transport household goods in use, from points in Columbia and Montour Counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.  Presently, Roan’s holds household goods in use authority, as more thoroughly described in the ordering paragraphs at A-00109373 and A-00109373, F. 1, Am-A, and property carrier rights.  Both authority types have been active since February 27, 1991.


Applicant intends to continue to utilize the policies and procedures presently in place for its Commission certificated authorities.  There has been no change in ownership and the applicant continues to operate from the same facility and has existing insurance coverage in place.  
 On applicant’s most recent balance sheet, dated April 30, 2010, the applicant indicated cash assets of $91,922, total assets of $285,440, total liabilities of $99,469, and an owner’s equity of $185,971.  


The applicant has provided statements of support from four parties representing numerous potential clients in the applicant’s requested operating area.  The number of potential clients represented by the supporting parties, in this instance, negates the need for additional statements of support from more individuals. 
A review of the record before us indicates that the applicant possesses the technical expertise, experience, facilities, sufficient capital and other resources necessary to provide the proposed service. 

The application was under joint protest from four parties, all of which agreed to withdraw their protests based upon the acceptance and approval of the following restrictive amendment:

Household goods in use, from points in Columbia and Montour Counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.
Subject to the following condition:

That no right, power or privilege is granted to provide service to or from points in the counties of Centre, Washington, Allegheny, Beaver, Fayette and Greene; or to or from points in the city of Altoona, Blair County, and within an airline distance of twenty-five (25) statute miles of the limits of said city; or to or from points in the city of Allentown, Lehigh County, and within fifteen (15) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said city; or to or from the city of Easton, Northampton County, or to or from the borough of Clymer, Indiana County, and within twenty-five (25) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said borough; or to or from the city of Erie, Erie County, and within twenty (20) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said city. 
The applicant is hereby advised of its obligation to familiarize itself with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this Order.  Applicant is further advised that failure to comply with all applicable requirements may subject the carrier to penalties, including fines, suspension of operating rights or cancellation of its authority.  Title 52 of the Pa. Code is available online at www.pacode.com. 

After complete review of the record, we find:

1. Applicant seeks the amended right to provide service from points in Columbia and Montour Counties.
2. Two protests, consisting of four parties, were withdrawn upon stipulation to a restrictive amendment.

3. Applicant is supported by four parties requiring service, or representing potential clients requiring service, in Columbia and Montour Counties.

4. Applicant has the equipment, ability and fitness necessary to render the service as amended.

5. The evidence of record is sufficient to establish necessity for the service as amended.

6. Approval of the application is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:  That the application be and is hereby approved granting the following right:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, household goods in use, from points in Columbia and Montour Counties, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.

Subject to the following conditions:

That no right, power or privilege is granted to provide service to or from points in the counties of Centre, Washington, Allegheny, Beaver, Fayette and Greene; or to or from points in the city of Altoona, Blair County, and within an airline distance of twenty-five (25) statute miles of the limits of said city; or to or from points in the city of Allentown, Lehigh County, and within fifteen (15) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said city; or to or from the city of Easton, Northampton County, or to or from the borough of Clymer, Indiana County, and within twenty-five (25) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said borough; or to or from the city of Erie, Erie County, and within twenty (20) miles by the usually traveled highways of the limits of said city. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the applicant shall not engage in any additional transportation authorized by this order until the applicant has received a certificate of public convenience from the Commission.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That a certificate of public convenience shall not be issued until the following are submitted to the Commission and approved by the Commission:


1. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance.
2. Form H, as evidence of cargo liability insurance.
3. A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the applicant, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right. 



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, a certificate shall issue evidencing the Commission's approval of the right to operate as above-determined.  



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event said applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of this order, complied with the requirements hereinbefore set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
