On March 1, 2010, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against you alleging failure to file an acceptable tariff with this Commission for your call or demand authority, as required by 52 Pa. Code §23.11. 

The Bureau of Transportation and Safety notified you that you must file an Answer to the Complaint in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §5.61, or file an acceptable tariff and pay a fine of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00).  The Notice further specified that, if you failed to answer the Complaint or file a tariff and pay the fine within twenty (20) days of the date of service.


The Complaint was sent by Certified Mail on March 1, 2010, and delivered by Pa Public Utility Commissions Philadelphia, Enforcement office on June 11, 2010.  To date, you have not filed an acceptable tariff nor paid the fine.   An answer to the complaint was filed on June 26, 2010, admitting that the complainant had only dealt with the Philadelpia Parking Authority and not this Commission. Therefore, the allegations in the Complaint are deemed to be admitted and the Complaint is hereby sustained.

You are assessed a fine of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) due within twenty (20) days from the date of this letter. Payment must be made by certified check or money order payable to the Pa. Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265.  
You are hereby notified to cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq. and the regulations of the Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq. You are specifically prohibited from rendering service in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania as a common carrier by motor vehicle in intrastate commerce between points outside of Philadelphia.  

Should you wish to again begin transportation operations in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, you must file a valid and acceptable tariff, in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §5.41(a) and 1 Pa. Code §35.17.  Payment must be made by certified check or money order payable to the Pa. Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265.
