Dear Ms. Polacek:  
On December 31, 2007, Wellsboro Electric Company (“Wellsboro”) and C&T Enterprises Inc. (“C&T”) filed an Affiliated Interest Agreement.  This agreement was filed in accordance with the requirements of Section 2102 (a) and (b) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §2102 (a) and (b).    By Secretarial Letter dated February 19, 2008, the Commission extended the period for consideration of this Agreement until further Order of the Commission. 
The filing requests approval of a Contract for Services Agreement and Lease Agreements between Wellsboro and C&T, and Joint Management Agreement between Wellsboro, C&T and Tri-County Rural Electric Cooperative.  
Upon review of the company’s filing, it does not appear that this filing is unreasonable or contrary to the public interest.  Therefore, this filing is hereby approved, and the Secretary’s Bureau shall mark the case closed.  However, approval of this filing does not constitute a determination that such filing is consistent with the public interest and that the associated costs or expenses are reasonable or prudent for the purposes of determining just and reasonable rates.
