TO ALL PARTIES:
On June 17, 2010, the Recommended Decision of Administrative Law Judge Louis G. Cocheres was issued in the above-captioned proceeding.  Exceptions to the Recommended Decision were filed by the One Communications Companies on July 19, 2010, following the granting of an extension to file by the Commission.  Reply Exceptions were filed by the Verizon Companies on July 29, 2010.
On January 11, 2011, a Joint Motion to Stay Proceedings was filed by the Parties stipulating that an agreement in principle to resolve Verizon’s Complaint had been reached.  The Parties indicated that they were working to finalize the settlement terms and reduce the terms of settlement to a binding written settlement agreement and other documents, as appropriate.  The Motion requested that the Commission take no further action on this matter until such time as the Parties notify the Commission in writing that a settlement has been finalized, or until such time as either of the parties notifies the Commission in writing otherwise.
For good cause shown, the request for a stay of the proceedings is granted.  Consistent with the Joint Motion, the Parties are hereby directed to submit the status of the settlement agreement within sixty (60) days of the issuance of this Secretarial Letter.  The Parties are further directed to submit additional Status Reports every sixty (60) days thereafter until such time that the settlement has been filed, or in the absence of a settlement, the stay has been lifted.
