ORDER CONTINUING AND RESCHEDULING

		On March 3, 2011, I issued an Order in this matter setting March 8, 2011 as the date for oral argument on the Preliminary Objections of Omnipoint Communications Inc. d/b/a T-Mobile, Voice Stream Pittsburgh LP d/b/a T-Mobile (Respondent or T-Mobile).  Later in the afternoon of March 3, 2011, I was contacted by counsel for the Complainant, Consolidated Communications Enterprise Services, Inc. (Complainant or CCES), who stated that he had a prior hearing in the state of Tennessee also scheduled for March 8, 2011.  Counsel for CCES and counsel for T-Mobile discussed the schedule and agreed to a continuance of the date for oral argument until March 18, 2011.  

		The Commission’s Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure at 52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b) state that, “Only for good cause shown will requests for continuance be considered.”   In this case, the compressed time-frame for a decision with respect to the Preliminary Objections tends to drive the schedule.  Nevertheless, I understand that in a matter as consequential as this, the parties wish to have their chosen counsel present for argument, and it is not totally surprising that a scheduling conflict arose given the compressed time-frame.  The requested continuance is not unreasonable in length, both parties have agreed to the new date for oral argument, and good cause exists for granting the continuance.

		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED:

		1.	That the Motion for Continuance of Hearing made by Complainant Communications Enterprise Services, Inc. at Docket No. C-2010-2210014 is granted; and 

		2.	That the hearing scheduled for March 8, 2011, be and hereby is continued and rescheduled for 10:00 a.m. on March 18, 2011.
