PREHEARING CONFERENCE ORDER

In accordance with the provisions of 66 Pa.C.S.A. § 333 and 52 Pa.Code §§ 5.221-5.223, an Initial Prehearing Conference has been scheduled in the above-captioned case.
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That an Initial Prehearing Conference shall be held at 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, May 12, 2011, in Hearing Room #5, Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.
2.
Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 1.55, each party shall be limited to one entry on the service list.  Parties shall provide the name, business address, business telephone number, business telefacsimile number (if any), and business e-mail address (if any) of the person they wish to have listed on the service list.

3.
That on or before Thursday, May 5, 2011, parties shall file and serve an Initial Prehearing Conference memoranda which shall include:

a.)
The information described in Order Paragraph 2, above.
b.)
Names, business addresses, and telephone numbers of witnesses the party expects to call and the subject matter of each witness’ testimony.

c.)
A list of the issues and sub-issues of this proceeding which the party intends to address and a statement of the party’s position on each of the issues and sub-issues listed.

d.)
A statement describing the evidence the party proposes to present at hearing, relating the evidence to each of the issues and sub-issues the party intends to address.
e.)
Any proposed modifications to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure pertaining to discovery.
f.)
A proposed litigation schedule.
4.
Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §§ 1.21-1.23, you may represent yourself, if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa.Code § 1.24(b).

5.
Parties shall be prepared for useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive.  Parties’ representatives shall be fully authorized to make commitments, both procedural and substantive, on behalf of their represented party.

6.
Failure of a party to attend the Initial Prehearing Conference, without good cause shown, shall constitute a waiver of all objections to the agreements reached, and to an order or ruling with respect thereto.
