Dear Sirs:  


On January 28, 2011, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against Eagle Limousine & Motorcoach, Inc., Respondent, alleging that Respondent’s current tariff on file with this Commission does not comply with 52 Pa. Code § 29.334.  Respondent was advised that its tariff rates are not based solely on time; additionally, its initial time period and each subsequent increment are to be at least 30 minutes.  

Respondent was duly notified that, if no Answer was filed within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the Complaint that either admitted or failed to deny the allegations of the Complaint, the penalty would be imposed.  

The Complaint and Notice were sent to Respondent by certified mail on January 29, 2011, at the above address and returned to the Commission marked by the U.S. Postal Service as “insufficient address.”  The Complaint and Notice were again mailed to Respondent on February 16, 2011, at the above address and returned to the Commission marked by the U.S. Postal Service as “return to sender, not deliverable as addressed, unable to forward.”  The Complaint and Notice were then published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin dated March 26, 2011.  An address was located on the internet and another attempt was made to contact the Respondent by certified mail.  The Complaint and Notice were sent by certified mail on March 31, 2011, to New Castle, DE, and returned to the Commission marked “return to sender, not deliverable as addressed, unable to forward.”  To date, more than thirty (30) days later, no response has been received from Respondent.  

Therefore, the allegations in the Complaint are admitted and the Complaint is sustained.  


Respondent, within twenty (20) days from the date of the service of this letter, shall pay a fine of Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) by certified check or money order payable to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission at P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105‑3265, as provided in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 3301 and 3315, shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.1, et seq. and file a revised tariff reflecting the changes referred to in the March 23, 2009 letter to Respondent.
