ORDER GRANTING REQUEST TO EXTEND TIME TO IMPLEMENT SETTLEMENT 
On December 15, 2010, I issued Prehearing Order #2.  Prehearing Order #2 established a discovery schedule and directed the parties to notify me in writing within 90 days of the date of the order whether further action in the matter was required. 
On March 15, 2011, Pennsylvania American Water Company (Respondent) filed a status report with the consent of and on behalf of the other parties to this proceeding.  The status report stated that the parties were engaged in settlement discussions and were exchanging proposals.    The status report asserted that a reasonable settlement might be reached.  The status report requested that I postpone further action in this case an additional sixty days to allow the parties the opportunity for further settlement discussions.
In response to the March 15, 2011 status report, I issued an order on March 16, 2011 granting the request in the status report to extend the time to exchange settlement proposals.  The March 16, 2011 order modified Prehearing Order #2 to require the parties to notify me in writing on or before May 16, 2011 whether further action on this matter was required.
On May 13, 2011, the Respondent filed a second status report with the consent of and on behalf of the other parties to this proceeding.  The second status report states that the parties have reached a tentative settlement agreement that they anticipate will be implemented over the next two to three months.  The second status report requests that I stay further action in this matter for not more than ninety days so that the parties may full implement the settlement agreement and file a certificate of satisfaction.
The parties’ allegations constitute good cause for modifying Prehearing Order #2, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.15 and 5.223(a).  The parties have indicated that they have reached a settlement in this case and Commission policy promotes settlements.  52 Pa. Code §5.231(a)  I will therefore grant the parties’ request.
ORDER



THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the joint request in the second status report to extend the time to implement the settlement and file a certificate of satisfaction is granted.



2.
 That paragraph 2 of Prehearing Order #2, issued December 15, 2010, is further modified so that the parties shall notify me in writing on or before August 22, 2011 whether further action on the above-captioned matter is required.


3.
That except as modified in paragraph 2 above, Prehearing Order #2, issued December 15, 2010, remains in full force and effect.
