The Commission, at its Public Meeting of May 19, 2011, adopted the Bureau of Audits’ recommendation to approve PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s Generation Supply Charge – 2 (GSC-2) filing effective June 1, 2011.  After considering this filing, the Commission took the following action:
1. Approved PPL’s projected generation procurement and administrative costs for the three month GSC application period beginning June 1, 2011.

2. Directed PPL to file, in accordance with its GSC-2 rider, actual GSC-2 activity data for April 2011.

3. Directed PPL to file, by May 20, 2011, revised GSC-2 rates, to incorporate the December 1, 2010 through April 30, 2011 actual GSC over or under collected position and the projected generation procurement and administrative costs referenced above.

4. Directed PPL to submit, within ten days of today’s date, the appropriate tariff supplement to become effective June 1, 2011, reflecting a revised GSC-2 rate calculated to incorporate the projected generation procurement and administrative costs and actual GSC-2 over or under collected position at April 30, 2011, referenced above, calculated consistent with the Commission’s Order on PPL’s rate case at Docket No. R-2010-2161694 and the approved rates, rules and regulations contained therein.
5. Directed PPL to properly inform its customers of the GSC-2 rate change  for the three month application period beginning June 1.
