To Whom It May Concern:


On May 16, 2011, by Secretarial Letter of the Commission, the Certificate of Public Convenience of W D Cab Co., Respondent, was cancelled for failure to maintain evidence of bodily injury and property damage liability insurance on file with this Commission, a violation of the Public Utility Code at 66 Pa. C.S. § 512, 52 Pa. Code § 32.2(c), and 52 Pa. Code § 32.11(a), § 32.12(a), or § 32.13(a).  
The same Secretarial Letter assessed a fine of $500 for failure to maintain evidence of insurance on file with this Commission as required at 52 Pa. Code § 32, a fine in the amount of $100 for failing to file an Answer to the Complaint as required by 52 Pa. Code § 5.61, and requested Pennsylvania Department of Transportation to put an administrative hold on Respondent’s vehicle registration(s).  
The Commission has the power to amend a Secretarial Letter in light of newly discovered evidence or a change of circumstances which justify reconsideration.  Therefore, the Secretarial Letter dated May 16, 2011 at C-2011-2223360, directing the Respondent to pay $500 for failure to maintain evidence of insurance on file with this Commission as required at 52 Pa. Code § 32, and also pay a fine in the amount of $100 for failing to file an Answer to the Complaint as required by 52 Pa. Code § 5.61 is hereby withdrawn.
Furthermore, the Secretarial Letter, dated May 16, 2011 at C-2011-2223360, A-00110297, which also requested the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation to put an administrative hold on Respondent’s vehicle registration(s), is hereby withdrawn.  
The Respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience issued to the Respondent at A-00110297 remains cancelled.
