ORDER GRANTING A CONTINUANCE


An Initial Hearing is currently scheduled in this matter for Tuesday, July 19, 2011, at 10:00 a.m., in Hearing Room #2, Plaza Level, Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, PA  17120. 
On Wednesday, June 29, 2011, I received a faxed letter from L. Stephen Pastor, Esquire, attorney for the Complainant, which requested a thirty (30) day continuance in this matter to allow for further settlement discussions.  I inquired as to whether PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL), the Respondent, was in agreement with the continuance request and received a confirmation from Mr. Pastor that PPL was not opposed to the continuance. 

The standard for granting a continuance, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §1.15(b), is that good cause must be shown.  I conclude that good cause has been established for the requested continuance.  The Commission’s policy is to encourage settlement (52 Pa. Code §5.231(a)), and the continuance, which is unopposed, will allow the parties further time to conclude a settlement and file a certificate of satisfaction.  Granting the continuance will also potentially avoid unnecessary hearings which involve additional time and expense.

Accordingly, the continuance will be granted until Friday, August 19, 2011.  If the parties have not filed a certificate of satisfaction, and provided me with a copy on or before August 19, 2011, this matter will be rescheduled for a hearing and the parties will be provided notice of the new day, date, time, and location.

IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That a continuance of the July 19, 2011, Initial Hearing in this matter is granted until August 19, 2011.

That the Initial Hearing now scheduled for July 19, 2011, is cancelled and, if a certificate of satisfaction is not filed and provided to me on or before August 19, 2011, I will request that another hearing be scheduled.

That if the matter is rescheduled for a hearing, all parties will be provided notice of the new day, date, time, and location of the hearing.
