On March 1, 2010, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a complaint against A D Cab Co., respondent, alleging failure to file a tariff for its call or demand authority with this Commission, as required by 52 Pa. Code §23.11.

Respondent was duly notified that failure to file an answer to the complaint, or failure to file an acceptable tariff and pay the fine, within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the Complaint, would result in a $250 penalty being imposed.

The Complaint and Notice were mailed by certified mail on March 2, 2010, and served on March 18, 2010; and, to date, no response has been received from Respondent.
Therefore, the allegations in the complaint are admitted and the complaint is sustained.

Code §23.11 and 52 Pa. Code §29.314(b)(6).


Respondent is hereby notified to cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq. and the regulations of the Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.
