To Whom It May Concern:

On April 5, 2011, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against Black Tie Luxury Limousine, Inc., Respondent, alleging that Respondent did not charge in accordance with its tariff on file with this Commission, a violation of 66 Pa. C.S. § 1303 and 52 Pa. Code § 29.324.  Respondent was also ordered to refund $160 to Madelyn C. Roote, the customer involved in the overcharge.  
Respondent was duly notified that, if no Answer was filed within twenty (20) days from the date of service of the Complaint that either admitted or failed to deny the allegations of the Complaint, the penalty would be imposed.

The Complaint and Notice were served on April 5, 2011, and delivered to Respondent on April 13, 2011.  On May 2, 2011, Respondent paid the fine of $500, but did not submit an Affidavit, executed by Madelyn C. Roote, stating that such refund had been paid.  Said Affidavit was to be filed at the same time the fine was paid.  
Respondent did supply a copy of check No. 9398, dated April 19, 2011, made out to Madelyn C. Roote in the amount of $160.00.  The copy also contained a statement to be signed by Madelyn C. Roote upon receipt of the check.  The statement was not signed.  
In a conversation on May 12, 2011, between Respondent and Compliance Specialist Deirdre Farley regarding tariff information, Respondent was advised that he should send the Commission a copy of the cancelled check sent to Ms. Roote.  
On July 5, 2011, Compliance Specialist Judy Rinehart contacted Respondent and left a message on the answering machine requesting a call back regarding the refund payment to Ms. Roote.  
To date, more than thirty (30) days from the date the Complaint was received by Respondent, no response has been received regarding a copy of the cancelled check or an Affidavit, executed by Madelyn C. Roote, stating that such refund had been paid
Therefore, the allegations in the Complaint are admitted and the Complaint is sustained.  

Respondent, within twenty (20) days from the date of the service of this letter, shall submit a copy of the cancelled check received by Madelyn C. Roote, or an Affidavit, executed by Madelyn C. Roote, stating that such refund has been paid.  This information should be submitted to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission at P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA  17105-3265, as provided in the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 3301 and 3315, shall cease and desist from further violations of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 101, et seq., and the Regulations of this Commission, 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.1, et seq.  
 If Respondent disagrees with this determination, Respondent may file an appeal to the Commission pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.44.
