TO ALL PARTIES:
On July 28, 2011, the Commission issued its Final Order in this proceeding, adopting the Initial Decision issued by Administrative Law Judge John H. Corbett, Jr. on June 28, 2011.
By correspondence dated July 30, 2011, the Complainant’s counsel, Charles P. McCullough, Esq., notified the Commission that he did not receive a copy of the Initial Decision.  He requested twenty days from that date (i.e., until August 19, 2011), to file an appeal on behalf of the Complainant.
Upon review, we have confirmed that the Complainant’s counsel was not served with a copy of the Initial Decision in this matter.  Consequently, the Parties are hereby notified that the Final Order dated July 28, 2011 is rescinded.  A copy of the Initial Decision may be found on the Commission’s website by going to:  http://www.puc.state.pa.us, clicking on Public Documents, and inserting the proper docket number.  The Parties shall have twenty days from the date of this letter to file Exceptions.  An original and nine (9) copies of the signed Exceptions to the decision, if any, must be filed with the Secretary of the Commission, Second Floor, Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania; or, mailed to P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania 17105-3265; or, documents may be e-filed according to the e-filing procedures.

In addition, by the same date, a copy of the Exceptions must be filed with the Office of Special Assistants, Third Floor, Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania; and, a copy shall be served on each party of record.  52 Pa. Code §1.56(b) cannot be used to extend the prescribed period for the filing of Exceptions or Replies to Exceptions. 

Parties are also requested to provide the Commission’s Office of Special Assistants with a copy of the Exceptions or Replies to Exceptions on CD-ROM or DVD, in Microsoft Word 2007 format.  If Word 2007 is not available, any Microsoft Office compatible format is acceptable including PDF.

Replies to Exceptions, if any, must be filed with the Secretary of the Commission and the Office of Special Assistants, and served on each party of record, in the manner described above, within ten days of the date that the Exceptions are due.  

It is your responsibility to serve all the parties with your Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions.  Failure to do so may render your filing unacceptable.  A certificate of service shall be attached to the filed Exceptions or Replies to Exceptions.

Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions shall obey 52 Pa. Code §§ 5.533 and 5.535, particularly the 40‑page limit for Exceptions and the 25‑page limit for Replies to Exceptions.  Exceptions should clearly be labeled as "EXCEPTIONS OF (name of party) - (protestant, complainant, staff, etc.)".  Any reference to specific sections of the Administrative Law Judge’s Initial Decision shall include the page number(s) of the cited section of the decision.  

If no Exceptions are received, the decision of the Administrative Law Judge may become final without further Commission action.  You will receive written notification if this occurs.
