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O R D E R
BY THE COMMISSION:


Walls/Delaware Valley Havertown/Westtown Movers, LLC, a limited liability company (Carrier), furnishes household goods in use services between points in the counties of Philadelphia, Delaware, Chester, Montgomery and Bucks, included within a line, which connects the municipal boundaries of Chester, West Chester, Paoli, Norristown, Doylestown and Morrisville, but not including said places, as more thoroughly described in the Commission Order dated June 18, 2009, which granted said authority at A-8910987.  

On March 22, 2011, Carrier filed the 1st Revised Page 106-D to Tariff Freight Pa. P.U.C. No. 54 and proposed an increase in intrastate revenues of $25,774 to cover increased operating expenses.

The record consists of the proposed rate increase tariff, financial records and other data in support of Carrier’s request.  The request is certified to the Commission for its decision without an oral hearing.  
DISCUSSION


Carrier proposes to increase its hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge by 4.5% in order to generate this revenue increase.  Carrier currently charges $112 per hour and the 4.5% increase would raise the hourly rate to $117.  The current rates have been in effect since 2009 when the aforementioned household goods authority was transferred to Carrier from family members.  

Carrier’s total 2010 intrastate operating revenues is $572,748.  Carrier does not perform interstate moves.  


Carrier requests that the 1st Revised Page 106-D of Tariff Freight Pa. P.U.C. No. 54 becomes effective August 15, 2011.  
ANALYSIS

Carrier has calculated that the increase will produce additional intrastate revenues of $25,774 as reflected in the following Income and Expense Statement.  Carrier has provided documentation supporting evidence of increases in operating expenses, as follows:

Carrier proposes an increase in revenues of $25,774.  The proposed rate increase is to cover increased operating expenses as noted above.  Carrier has submitted sufficient documentation in support of the request.  There are currently no outstanding fines or assessments.  

In order to generate this revenue increase, Carrier proposes to increase its hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge by 4.5%, from $112 per hour to $117 per hour.  


The proposed rate increase will keep the Carrier in line with the following household goods in use carriers:

1. That the 1st Revised Page 106-D to Tariff Freight Pa. P.U.C. No. 54 be approved to become effective on August 15, 2011.
