TO ALL PARTIES:
On August 23, 2011, the Commission served all Parties to this proceeding with the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Ember S. Jandebeur.  Exceptions were due on or before September 12, 2011.  By Secretarial Letter dated September 12, 2011, the Commission granted the Complainant’s request for an extension of time (i.e., until October 3, 2011), to file Exceptions.
By correspondence dated September 30, 2011, the Complainant requested a second extension of time to file Exceptions because she is in the process of obtaining legal representation.  The Commission’s staff contacted counsel for the Respondent to determine whether the Respondent objected to the Complainant’s second request for an extension.  Commission staff was advised that the Respondent did not object to a second extension, on the condition that the Complainant be required either to file her Exceptions or her attorney’s notice of appearance, by a date certain.
We will, therefore, grant the Complainant’s second request for an extension to file Exceptions.  On or before October 24, 2011, the Complainant shall file either her Exceptions or her attorney’s notice of appearance.  If Complainant’s counsel files a notice of appearance, and requires an extension of time to file Exceptions, we will entertain a request for a brief extension at that time.  However, we will not entertain any further requests for an extension from the Complainant.

Replies to Exceptions, if any, must be filed within ten days of the date Exceptions are due (i.e., on or before November 3, 2011).
